3. The nomination should provide a brief description of the student’s involvement in each of these 

areas:  
4. 40%  Student Involvement (i.e. engaged students in the campus community through their 

involvement in various campus activities, events and/or clubs) 
5. 40%  Academic involvement (i.e., engaged students in the academic learning environment) 
6. 20%  Cooperative Attitude 
7. Student will submit a Student Biography, located at: www.oit.edu/wilsonvillestudentawards
